Under no circumstancesthe Do Khyi isa dog for “first dog owner” issuitable, it see straight
asa puppy upsetting to snuggleup however reliably it is suitable not asa dog only for
snuggling and stroking. Its character is proverbial, it isindependent in all its decisions and
would liketo beintegrated as a complete family member into the hierarchy of its group of
families. The target must beit that its decisions are also my decisions. Only with prudent
consequence and without hardness he is educated to a wonder ful dog nature, which
automatically fulfilled itsfunction in the family.

On the other hand he hasto quitelearn joy in it something, he learnsfast with rapid
apprehension, if he does however something, then only for sake hisreference person.

He speaks on positive reinforcement by praiseisenough strongly on and often a bad tonein the
voice as punishment. An unconditional obedience one will never obtain, dog owner which such
will alwaysrequirewith a Do Khyi to become never correctly glad. To it somewhat once
learned reliably executesrequiresit many consequence and reliably threeto four months. The
type of the execution must be entitled to it patiently. One will be able to never expect a typically
German, jagged execution of instruction.
